HIROSHIMA ORIZURU TOWER has 14 floors above ground and 2 below. Hiroshima’s newest building welcomes everyone with a wide range of 

amenities: a souvenir shop on the 1st floor, shared conference rooms for rent on the 2nd, office space on the 3rd through 11th floors, and an 

observatory that overlooks Hiroshima on the 12th and rooftop floors. The inspiration for the Orizuru Tower’s name, and simultaneously its greatest 

attraction is the “Orizuru Wall,” found on the northern side of the building. The glass wall is long and thin, spanning 4m x 50m, and features an 

opening to deposit orizuru (folded origami cranes) on the 12th floor observatory, where people are able to participate and share their sentiments.
